 1  + 0  = 1 2 2

Whenever we perform these operations and the final result is 1, the original number is
said to be ‘ Happy ‘ . When the final result is not 1, the number is termed as ‘ Unhappy’.

There are 11 Happy Numbers between 1 and 50. So delve into this Happy world of
numbers and be Happy !
